How to search the Ghost Console database for a client and delete all instances of the client and references to it in task 

1. Double click on the delclients.wsf icon in the "GSS20dbTools" folder. 

2. In the Client finder window that comes up enter the client name you wish to remove from the database.
Note: Use full machine name. For instance: If you search by "lab1" all clients with names containing "lab1" will be deleted.

3. Click on the OK button.
Note: Two DOS windows will open as the script searches for and deletes matching entries. 

4. A Windows Script Host window will open and report the number of clients and database records cleaned. 

5. Click the OK button. 

6. If the Ghost console is open, close and reopen the Ghost console. 
Important: If you have inadvertently deleted clients you did not intend to, an undo file is automatically created in the "My Documents folder" called "GSSUndoClientDelete."
